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Introduction

The assignment that was given to us is to investigate why Jonas ran away from the community and suggest improvements to prevent such thing from happening again.

Jonas left the community because since he got his job as the next receiver of memories he began to question the life style and the rules of the community and especially the releasing. He left the community the night before the release of a newchild that temporarily lived in his house was scheduled to.  
Essay and final conclusions
The event happened a night before Gabriel, a newchild temporarily staying at the house of one of the family units in the community for a test period, was supposed to be released because he was too noisy at nights. Jonas, one of the members of this family unit, who was in training to become the next receiver of memories, ran away from the community taking Gabriel with him.
Our task was to find out what made Jonas run away and to suggest improvements in the lifestyle of the community that would prevent such things from happening again.
We think that Jonas ran away from the community because for a few reasons: the main reason is his shock from the discovery of the true nature of releasing and the fact that a newchild he was emotionally attached to was supposed to be released (he found it hard to handle those facts because he didn't take the pills). Another reason was that it was hard for Jonas to have all the bad memories that the giver gave him. 
In our opinion, the first improvement that must be done is changing the rule of releasing: first of all, we think that instead of releasing the old, we should send them to a community made especially for them where they are taken care of by younger people who are assigned to that special job. Second, when twin newchilds are born one of them should be sent to another community instead of being released. The last change about release we suggest is that release won't be kept as a secret and everyone will know its true meaning to prevent the shock that will be caused from discovering it.
Another suggestion we have is to stop hiding all the memories from the past from the people of the community. One man (the receiver of memories) can't carry all the painful memories by himself.  
Reflection

Roy Menczer and Tal Ben-Yaakov:
We found it was hard to do the work because the Canadians didn't cooperate with us and that made the work harder to do because we had less resources and it's harder to get to conclusions with less interviews and recommendations.

1. When did you first meet Jonas?

When he began coming to me to receive the training to become Receiver of Memories.

2. What subjects did you talk about?

Most of the subjects we talked about were connected to his training to become the next Receiver of Memories, which I can't talk about. We also talked about my daughter Rosemary and about release.

Most of the questions he asked me were about his training. But he also asked me about Rosemary-my daughter who was the previous person was chosen to be The Receiver of Memories, and about release- we watched the record of a release of a twin newchild.

4. How often did you talk to Jonas?

I talked to Jonas every day when I trained him.
5. Did Jonas mention any dissatisfaction with the way things were? 

If so what did he say?

He didn't mention any dissatisfaction with the way things were until we watched the release of the twin newchild. After we watched it he began to be dissatisfied with releasing. He disagreed with the act of performing releases, I can't tell you what he meant because he said it in reaction to discovering a fact about releases that only the elders, the Receiver and the ones who perform the release are supposed to know.

Did he show any signs of joy or unhappiness?

I'm not sure if Jonas was a happy boy. I did some things that made him feel happy but also things that did the opposite so I'm not sure. He showed some signs of unhappiness after we watched the release.

There was one thing Jonas questioned- the fact about releasing that I can't tell you about.

My recommendation so that no one will run from the society again is that the elders and the receiver of memories won't hide any secrets from the rest of the society. I got to this conclusion because when I interviewed the receiver of memories he told me he thinks Jonas ran away because of something only the Receiver of Memories can understand.

The only time that Jonas mention any dissatisfaction with the way things were is when our father told us that Gabe is going to be released. It was a sad announcement for all of us. 
6. Was Jonas a happy boy? What made you say that?

Did he show any signs of joy or unhappiness?

I don’t think that Jonas was an unusual boy. He was a regular boy like every kid in his age and he acted normally. 
7. Did Jonas question things (not accept things as they are? 

If so what did he question (not accept)?

I don’t remember that Jonas questioned things.
8. What did you think of Jonas as a boy?

I think that Jonas is completely regular boy, maybe a little introverted, but acting like every other kid in this age.

Did he have any negative qualities? What were they?
Jonas is very kind and quiet boy. I don’t think he has a lot of negative qualities, but I think he is too introverted.

I think that he did what he did because he saw or heard something at his job as a receiver.
My recommendation:

According to Lily's answers and my impression from Jonas, changes in the community rules must be done. The sameness doesn't improve the society – it damages the society. In my opinion, Jonas did what he did because after he saw all the memories and the things that the elders kept in secret from the society (the meaning of the release, biological families, feelings, colors and more) he decided to run away and find those things somewhere else. In my opinion the sameness must be canceled to avoid another event like that.
